CONFERENCE OVERVIEW
The Center for Ethical Leadership in the Lyndon B. Johnson School of Public Affairs at the University of Texas is hosting one of the premier student leadership conferences in the United States on March 2-5, 2006. Students who are accepted would most likely leave the morning of Thursday, March 2nd and return on the afternoon or early evening of Sunday, March 5th. Attendance at the conference is by invitation only and will be limited to 160 students from universities and colleges across the United States and Mexico to facilitate small group learning in teams of 12-15 students. Georgia Tech is permitted to send four students to the conference. The conference will be a fast-paced, intense experience featuring a blend of great speakers, small-group workshops, and opportunities for informal discussions with peers about leadership and important issues. The expectation is that you will use what you have learned and you will be asked after the conference to write a one-page summary of how the conference was valuable for you and will assist you in your role as a leader at Georgia Tech. 
SPEAKERS

The conference has assembled a collection of impressive leaders and thinkers to participate in the conference, including recently retired General Richard Meyers, former Chairman of the Joint Chiefs of Staff; Jean Bethke Elshtain, Professor of Social and Political Ethics at the University of Chicago and author of Just War Against Terror; and Liz Murray, who will share her inspirational “homeless to Harvard” story.

WORKSHOPS
Graduate student leaders from the University of Texas at Austin will lead small-group workshop sessions during the conference on topics such as ethics, change, teamwork, goal setting, and interpersonal conflict. These small group workshops are designed to provide a personalized and focused exploration into each student’s leadership skills and potential.  

SELF-ASSESSMENT

Students will be asked to complete a leadership self-awareness assessment on the Internet before they come to the conference. The conference organizers will provide the reading material and authorization code they will need to complete the on-line assessment.

EXPENSES

All costs for conference registration, transportation, hotel room at the Crowne Plaza and meals, except for Friday night, will be covered for you. You will have a roommate in a double room. 
CRITERIA
The conference organizers prefer an equal number of men and women who are currently sophomores or juniors so you can use what you have learned at the conference in your role as a leader at Georgia Tech.
