Jim Satterfield is a Georgia Tech alum with graduate and post-graduate degrees in engineering and management who headsFirestorm Solutions, the premier consultant for disaster preparation. On February 5, Satterfield shared lessons with the class from working closely with Virginia Tech following the shooting last year and the importance of leadership during disasters. Satterfield specializes in educating businesses, schools and other institutions on how to react to disasters. “Predict, plan and perform... Action taken in the imminent period decides if you live or die, if your business survives or not. Katrina has taught us to be our own first responder,” Satterfield told the Atlanta Journal-Constitution, which last year featured him in its Up Close column. Satterfield took questions from students in the class following his presentation
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
